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Abstract

An abstract is a 200-250-word summary of the content of the paper. A good abstract is accurate, no evaluative, coherent and readable, and concise. It needs to be dense with information, providing an overview of the most important parts of the paper - the aim of the study, its scope, method, results, and salient findings. A well-prepared abstract can be the most important single paragraph in an article. Most people have their first contact with an article by seeing just the abstract. It allows readers to survey the contents quickly and, like a title, it enables readers interested in the paper to retrieve it from abstracting and indexing databases. Readers frequently decide on the basis of the abstract whether to read the entire article.
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Introduction
The introductory section should explain the basis of the research topic, research problem,  aims, and the significance of the study. A literature review may be incorporated in this part or, if lengthy, is given a separate heading or subheading before the method section. Authors are advised to include only the literature foundational to the study in focus. It should be echoed in the Discussion Section.  
Method

This section should include the research paradigm and design, data collection tools, validity and reliability of the instruments, data collection techniques, data analysis, and ethical concerns. Methods differ variably, depending on the nature of each research. The method section generally describes the details of the research design — how you conducted your study. Each discipline has its own methods of investigation, so the particular contents of the method section will vary depending on the discipline in which you are writing.

Results

The results section focuses on the data of the study. The results should be explained with tables, diagrams, graphics, or pictures to support the aim and problem of the study. The data in those tables and figures should be legible, and their size should not stretch over the whole page. Long and big tables/figures may be appended. Like the method section, the results section may include subsections to describe the data, the procedures used to analyze the data, and significant findings. This section may be integrated with the discussion or may be separate. 

Discussion

The purpose of the discussion section is to interpret the results in light of your research question or hypothesis. The results should be discussed, referring to literature and the author’s opinions. It should also include implications. In other studies, the discussion section is used to highlight important points, summarize key ideas, or make connections.

Conclusion

The conclusion outlines the main ideas drawn from the discussions, states limitations, and suggests further research. In the Conclusion Section, you may restate the main points of evidence. It would be best to avoid some tactics, such as quotations, statistics, etc., that should be in the body of the paper.

References

The reference list should be organized according to the APA 7 guidelines. The reference list provides complete bibliographic information for each source used in the paper so that an interested reader can locate the source. The reference section begins on a new page following the end of the body of the paper. 

Appendices 

Additional tables, graphics and pictures should be given on a separate page after the references. Each appendix should be numbered as Appendix 1, Appendix 2, ... and each appendix should have a separate title.
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
